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Minutes of the Extraordinary General Meeting
Held at Tilbury Hall at 7:30 pm on 23rd May 2022

Dave Connatty chaired the meeting, which was called to obtain membership agreement to change the Society’s status to a Charitable Incorporated Organisation (CIO) and proceed with submitting the application and draft new constitution. 

The Chair noted that the move to CIO status was supported by Hertsmere and that the Charity Commission recommended that museums adopt this form of organization. It means that the Society takes on the form similar to a Limited Company with associate protection for members and Trustees. Following this brief introduction, the meeting was opened to questions from the members. These were answered by the Chair and it was noted that the members themselves would see little change in activity and approach.
The following motions were put to the meeting and were agreed unanimously.
Motion 1:

It is agreed that the Trustees and Committee proceed with the application to the Charity Commission to change our status from current to a Charitable Incorporated Organisation. That the application is submitted with the Draft Constitution Version 4 dated 8 March 2022 (updated to reflect revised Trustees) together with any other documentation that will be required. This meeting authorizes the Trustees and Committee to conduct such negotiation and agree such changes to the draft constitution and documentation that may be necessary to achieve CIO status without the need to refer back to the membership.
